28TH NOVEMBER 2008

· After E-mailing Carol English twice to obtain a list of SSHA members in this region I am still awaiting a response so a  further E mail has been sent this week requesting this information as it is difficult to communicate with SSHA members if I don’t know who they are. In response to letters I sent out to all clinics requesting details of SSHA members I now have 14 members on E mail list who have responded (this includes myself). 
· At the regional BASHH meeting in October there were only 3 HA’s present and it is still apparent that many clinics in the Yorkshire region run without Health Advisers in post.
· 4 Health advisers from the region attended the NICE Motivational Interviewing Study Day in Manchester on 25th October. Feedback was good and should prepare the HA’s to deliver on the STIF course next year.
· 3 Health Advisors are due to deliver Partner Notification lecture, Pretest discussion workshop and Chlamydia workshop on the STIF course in Bradford on 4th and 5th December.
· 3 Health Advisors already on Part 3 of the NMC register. 2 Health Advisers expressing an interest to migrate by portfolio next year. I have tried to make contact with Leeds University to arrange a meeting to discuss a potential pathway for Sexual Health Advising on the Specialist Community Public Health course but still awaiting their response.
· After discussion with some local members there has been expressions of interest around a regional SSHA meeting so plans for this on the way and likely to be in January.
· No approaches for applications for SSHA membership to me but there is a new Health Adviser commencing post in Chlamydia Screening in Bradford on 1st December so I will discuss potential membership with her next week.
· No industrial disputes ongoing that I am aware of.
