· Regional meeting held on 17th June 2009 at Hull Sexual Health Department. Six HA’s from the region attended. Some concerns as the PCT in Hull is to be privatised in October 2009. The whole of the PCT provider services including the sexual health services will become Community City Centre Partnership. Advice from union is that they will have protected employment pay and conditions for first 3 months but lots of uncertainty what happens after that. Next meeting is planned for 14th October at Leeds.
· Sheffield Hallam continuing to support approx 24 Health Advisors to complete their portfolios and migrate to Part 3 of the register.
· Meeting with Senior Lecturer at Leeds Metropolitan University to discuss SCPHN potential pathway for Sexual Health Advisors. They are currently re-writing the SCPHN course and very much welcome Sexual Health Advisors input into writing and delivering a specialist module for the course and planning to commence September 2010.
· Feedback from HA’s in the region was that if they joined SSHA they would like a hard copy of the manual for Health Advisors if any were still available.
