The previous quarter has seen virtually no activity in both accounts. The main activity has been the audit of both accounts since I have taken over as treasurer. This has shown a slight deficit over the previous 2 years. The main reason for this has been the activity mainly in favour of delegates – non profit making study days and expenditure on the website.
I haven’t had the opportunity as yet to exploit funding for the website from commercial/drug/condom companies.

£62,461 has passed through both accounts in the previous year.
