Present: Justine Mellor (chair), Gill Bell, Sheridian Salter (apologies if I have spelt this wrong), Karen Fryers, Gary (apologies I did not catch your surname), Jane Brown (apologetic minute taker).

· Justine wanted to reiterate that the SSHA (society for sexual health advisers) meetings were open to all health advisers in the region they do not need to be affiliated to SSHA, it is also open to all Chlamydia screening health advisers and anyone working in a health advising role (i.e. providing partner notification).The aim is to network and keep intouch.
· Anyone wanting to join SSHA can do so on line or can contact Justine Mellor regional representative at Bradford. Her e-mail is listed at the end of these minutes.

· Justine forwards all minutes and other SSHA information via E-mail so if you have any colleagues who would like to receive this information please forward their contact details on to her.
· We discussed the current situation for Health Advisers. Hull had 2 full time equivalent HA’s, but they had a dual nursing responsibility and were all new to the HA role. They also covered a large area with clinics at Castleford, Bridlington, Goole as well as the Hull drop in clinic at Conifer House. Bradford had 2 ½ full time equivalent HA posts with clear HA responsibilities. Sheffield has 6 equivalent full time HA posts and a HA nurse consultant, with defined HA responsibility. Leeds had just over 3 full time equivalent HA roles with HA responsibilities and are supposed to have extra support from a Band 6 nurse when clinic allowed.

· Hull were very anxious that the whole community care provision was being taken over by a private company and they still did not really know what there future entailed. Suffolk GUM provision has also been won by a private company and we had a general discussion about this situation and safe guarding our roles.
· Justine and Gill reiterated the need for good audit to prove that our work practices are effective. Justine mentioned a compliance audit which showed low non compliance with their client group and they no longer carry out this task.

· Motivational Interviewing (MI) Bradford have attended relevant training and have on site psychology support. They have re-designed their history sheets to catch all high risk groups identified by the NICE guidelines and also document that MI has been performed. They are yet to audit this. Sheffield have attended relevant training and are re-auditing notes as previous documentation has been disappointing. They are re-visiting training and involving their psychology team in supervision fortnightly. Gill is in the process of producing a poster for this. Leeds and Hull have yet to have any relevant training. Justine is hoping to put together a work shop around MI for the next Yorkshire regional BASH in October. Any comments for this please contact Justine by E-mail. Next SSHA MI course will be on 14th November in Sheffield and Gill also mentioned that Stephen Rollnick runs regular 3 day MI courses in Cardiff at £300.
· Justine fed back that there are 400 national SSHA members, 22 within our region. The SSHA manual will be updated a chapter at a time and will be available on line only. The group asked Justine to feed back to NPC that members appreciate a hard copy of the manual to keep.
· Migration by portfolio is on going and Sheffield Hallam are presently supporting 24 HA’s with this. This will be a one off opportunity, in future HA’s will be able to attend public health nursing courses to gain Specialist Community Public Health Nurse registration.
